Assignment letters will be mailed the 
second week of December for the 
Presidential Preference Primary (PPP), 
and poll worker classes will start on 
January 3. The cities of Clearwater, 
Safety Harbor and St. Pete Beach 
have confi rmed their plans to conduct 
elections in conjunction with the PPP, 
and several other municipalities are 
considering moving their elections to 
January 31 as well.

Because this is a year of 
reapportionment and redistricting, the 
Florida Legislature’s 2012 session will 
begin January 10.  We are hopeful that 
legislators will pass a joint resolution 
with the new districts fi nalized before 
the session ends March 9.  This will 
begin the approval process for the 
district lines, which must be completed 
before we can send out new voter 
information cards with new precinct/
district information to our voters.

We are looking forward to a big election 
year in 2012 and hope all of you will 
join our team to provide fair and 
accurate elections.
